6 In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make straight your 

paths. 7 Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the LORD, and turn away 

from evil. 8 It will be a healing for your flesh and a refreshment for your

This fall has been one big blur for your pastor!  So much to do and so lit-

tle time for it all.

How can 

we not trust our own instincts? How can we put aside our own learning? 

Our own experiences? 

“in all your ways acknowledge Him…and make straight your paths.”  

Can we be so bold as to acknowledge God “in all our ways?” Can we 

acknowledge Him in our dealing with our finances…in our relationships 

with banks? Can we acknowledge Him in our relationships with one an-

other? With our government at all levels? Can we acknowledge that God 

is involved in  everything we do…so that our paths might become 

straight? 

“Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the Lord, and turn away from 

evil.” Can we put aside our own pride? Can we say that we don’t know 

all the answers? Can we be so bold as to admit that God has total control 

of everything that we do…and that when we forget to acknowledge Him 

things get confused, out of order, like a blur.

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COMMITTEE REPORTS COMMUNITY OUTREACH 

TRUMPET HILL 

Nine Employees of Sun Bank of Vineland gathered on October 12 to help 

clean out the house and get it ready for the contractor to begin work.  Sun 

Bank encourages its employees to do community service, and this is the 

second year that they have helped at Trumpet Hill.  We want to thank the 

bank and their employees for their efforts and look forward to inviting them 

to Trumpet Hill’s open house when all the work is completed. 

 

Negotiations continue between our contractor and insurance company, and 

we are confident an agreement will be forthcoming so that the project can 

move forward.   Volunteers with construction skills will be needed this Fall 

and into 2012 to work on Trumpet Hill.  We  have not determined what the 

final use of the home will be, but suggestions include selling the property 

or using it to house members or friends of the congregation who have a 

housing need. 

 

LUTHER ACRES 
Back in the 1970’s, Redeemer agreed to sponsor, along with Lutheran So-

cial Ministries of NJ, the construction in Vineland of Luther Acres; a 100 

unit low-income senior housing facility.  We also agreed to oversee and 

support their ongoing ministry. We formed Redeemer Lutheran Housing, 

Inc, a 501c3 non-profit corporation, which is managed by a board of direc-

tors consisting of a majority of Redeemer members.   

 

Recently the board decided to refinance the 7 3/4% mortgage to a lower 3 

3/4% mortgage and use the savings and initial payback to upgrade Luther 

Acre’s 35-year-old kitchens, bathrooms and air conditioners.   

 

As a sponsor we have a responsibility to provide financial resources for the 

refinance.  The Endowment Committee and Council has agreed to make a 

short-term bridge loan to Luther Acres to cover the up front cost of the 

nearly 2 million dollar refinance.  The funds, topped at $25,000, will be 

borrowed from the Endowment Fund which is held by Thrivent Financial.  

The two phase pay-out will be repaid in full, out of the proceeds of the re-

finance, by Easter of 2012 with an interest amount added equal to what 

would have been earned while with Thrivent. 

 

This assist is a wonderful way for Redeemer to support the continual minis-

try of Luther Acres as it provides much needed housing in Vineland and a 

home for its 100 residents.  If you would like more information or wish to 

volunteer at Luther Acres, please contact the church office.
