CHANGES AT REDWOOD ACRES 

 
 At 11:30 PM on Sept. 15th  

the Vineland City Zoning Board 

approved the use variance that 

will allow the owners of Red-

wood Acres (the land next to Re-

deemer) to install 340 4' x 7' solar 

panels to the "back lot" of the 

property. The field will be ser-

viced through a roadway off of 

Maple Ave.  

 In testimony from several 

engineers and planning witnesses it was revealed that the field of panels will 

begin on the north side of Bear Branch Creek which runs through the 52 acre 

property. The "array" will be enclosed by an 8 foot high black plastic coated 

chain link fence and then buffered by apprx. 350 8'  to 15'  tall evergreen and 

native trees.  

 The array will produce approximately 2 megawatts of electric energy 

which will be sold to Vineland Electric. The project will be totally buffered 

from view from Redeemer. The front acreage which surrounds the church 

property and includes the old horse barn will not be included in the project. 

That "front" property will remain vacant for the time being as it is still being 

marketed for single family senior housing as previously zoned.  

 The field of panels will be the largest in Vineland. Recent State of New 

Jersey rulings have designated solar panels to be "inherently beneficial" to all 

zones (residential, commercial, industrial) and are allowed in all zonings des-

ignations.  

 Karen Golway (who owns three properties on Brewster Road which adjoin 

the property) a member of Redeemer, and yours truly, both spoke in favor of 

the concept while mentioning concerns about local land values and potential 

"growth" of the field in future years. The owners and their experts assured us 

that the field would not "grow" into the front section of the property near E. 

Landis Ave. and that the visual aspects of the project would be closely moni-

tored through the winter season and appropriately "buffered" as needed. Con-

struction is to begin this Fall.
