Pastorôs Thoughts 

April 2011 
 

Stress Tests always stress me out!  In a recent visit to my doctor of 

42 years, he suggested that I get a stress test done. I hadnôt had one since I 

was 50, and he thought that now that I am 65, it was time for another one. 

For those of you who donôt know the drill,  it goes like thisé. The nurse 

shaves the hair on your chest (men only) and they put these little sticky 

things all over your chest. They wire you so you have 10 or so wires hang-

ing off your chest and then ask you to get on a treadmill. They crank up 

your heart rate to over 140 beats per minute (in my case) to see if they can 

make your heart failé.and to make matters worse they have three doctors 

standing by!!!! Well, I passed my test with flying colors (and wires) and 

even broke into a jog before they lowered me back to earth.  

 As I drove home that day, rejuvenated and reassured that I had a 

ñnormalò functioning heart, I thought about this season of Lent and the 

stress that it brings many of us who have lost loved ones this past year. The 

ñfirstò Easter without a loved one is always the hardest and brings about a 

tremendous amount of stress as we remember the days when the whole fam-

ily was together for that Easter egg hunt or that Easter dinner. Lent focuses 

us on, not only the pain that Jesus endured during His final days in human 

form, but also on our own struggles of faith, struggles of family, and strug-

gles of our own mortality.  But God knows how to lower our stress levels, 

not only during Lent, but throughout the whole year, by promising us that 

there is no stress that He canôt handle if you are willing to hand it to Him.  

 This Easter season, as you remember loved ones who have walked 

through the open tomb with Christ, know that God is, indeed, with you on 

your journey and comes to you in the re-telling of the passion of His son, 

Jesus Christ. There is no stress in Christ. There is no weakness of heart. 

There is no need for worrying about your future in Christ. In Jesus Christ we 

are all set free! Enjoy this Easter season as you have never enjoyed it before, 

knowing that, He is Risen, He is Risen, Indeed!!!! Alleluia!!!

Have you noticed the Crucifix in the Narthex? 
 

It was commissioned by the Worship and Music Committee at Redeemer in 

1976.  It is to be a reminder to worshippers of the meaning of Lent.  The 5ft 

7in sculpture was created by Vineland artist Ernest Fiore. It is made from a 

plaster-like material with paper fibers and cellulose, somewhat like paper  

mache but heavier, and it hangs on a ten foot wooden cross.   

 

It was recently ñrediscoveredò in the attic by Pastor Gary and ñresurrectedò by 

Jeff Lambert and Greg Kendall who touched it up with gold paint to keep the 

material intact.  It took six men to carry it down the attic stairs and across the 

courtyard into the Narthex.  It made quite a vivid scene of what it is like to 

carry a cross.
